The Position requirement is:

In order to provide guests with information about Norway it is necessary to have a good command
of their native language, so the job requires you to speak English and German fluently and, if
possible, one or more of the following languages: French, Italian or Spanish (C1 to C2 level) in
combination (B2 to C2 level to EU standards).

Our summer season starts in April / May. We therefore prefer employees who can arrive at the
beginning of May in order to participate in the practical training.

In particular, you should fulfill the following requirements:

e atleast 18 years old
e representative, always friendly and sociable

o work permit, tax card and a Norwegian bank account (passport required) where we will help
you with these things as best we can

e accommodation in Molde or Alesund (at least during training and working season)

¢ employees from the EU do not need a special work permit, but only have to register with the
relevant authorities after their entry

e a mobile phone with a Norwegian phone number — which is very important as you will often
work in regions where there is no internet and therefore communication is mainly via SMS

e have successfully completed the entire guide course
